Outstanding Student Award: Someone enrolled in college during the spring
2024 semester and practicing PR/communications, including through an
internship or involvement in an organization like PRSSA.
Rising Star Award: Someone new to the field, two to five years in a PR or
communications role.
Communications Impact Award: Someone at the mid-level range in their
career, doing outstanding work in the profession, with five to 15 years of
PR/communications experience.
Communicator of the Year: Someone who is not a public relations
professional but who did an outstanding job of communicating during the
past year.
Career Achievement Award: Someone who is a current member of the
PRSA Thoroughbred Chapter or has been a member within the last five
years. Presented to someone with more than 15 years’ experience who has
a demonstrated commitment to excellence.

Entries will be compiled and judged by past presidents of the Thoroughbred
Chapter and members of the Board, all of whom are accomplished
communications professionals in the Lexington area. There will be one winner
recognized for the categories of Outstanding Student, Rising Star,
Communications Impact and Communicator of the Year.
